Is Providing JOBS Really MISSIONS?

I magine a country with about 15 million citizens, most of

whom are poor by international standards. Unemployment is high.
Because of fairly high level of education and media exposure, there is a
basic curiosity about western culture and values, the English language,
and globalization.

There is a dominant non-Christian religion, and the government does
not allow missionary activity; the country is considered inaccessible to
traditional missions. There is almost no Christian church T just a few
scattered believers among the dominant
language and ethnicity. The smaller people-groups in the interior have
almost no gospel witness.

There is a climate of stress in the nation, with one or more of the fol-
lowing: recent war, ethnic tension, a loss of historical
culture, and poverty.

Just as missions 100 years ago
used medical clinics and basic literacy programs to fulfill the Great Com-
mandment to love our neighbor and the Great Commission to disciple the
nations, today business can do the same.

Business linked with sharing the gospel provides numerous
opportunities for lay people with business skilldany businessmen and
women in North America have been marginalized from the Great Commis-
sion. Business as Mission allows them to demonstrate the Good News
through what they do best i owning and operating businesses. They em-

To areas such as India and Africa, business, globalization and eco-
nomics are the wave of the 2tentury, much like literacy and the eradica-
tion of disease were a century ago. It is much like teaching English T every-
body wants to learn it as a method of advancement and self-improvement. It
is wise to use a vehicle desired by people as a means to integrate the princi-
ples of the gospel and change their worldview. People know they want to
be part of the developing world, and they can learn that they need Jesus in
the process.
