BELARUS became an independent state in 1991, after the dissolution
of the Soviet Union. The failure to change Soviet economic structures has
stimulated inflation, hindered foreign investment and crippled economic de-
velopment. Economic decline has been even worse than that of the borderi
countries of Russia and Ukraine. The terrible Chernobyl nuclear disaster of
1986 in Ukraine affected Belarus most severely and left 25% of the land are
uninhabitable. Radiatierelated health problems still occur at 80 times the
global average.

Persecution:A repressive religious law, in effect since 2002, bans unreg-
istered religious activity, meetings with fewer than 20 members and any reli
gious activity in private homes. All religious literature is also subject to cen-
sorship. Citing the religious law as justification, officials disrupted a small
charismatic youth group meeting in a private house in the city of Mozyr, on
February 29, 2008. Similar incidents sparked a nationwide campaign to re-
view the law by religious believers. But the government bodies rejected thei
50,000signature petition in late March 2008.

Prayfor the Holy Spirit to sweep through Belarus, bringing people to
personal faith in Jesus Christ. Evangelical Christians are not permitted to
use public buildings for church meetings and forbidden from public evangel
ism which hampers growth. While many call themselves Christian, there is
great need for renewal within the large Orthodox and Catholic churches.

arus has received far less attention from missions than her Savic neighbors,
Russia and Ukraine.
