that is attacking us. We do not know what to do, 

but our eyes are upon You.ò (II Chron. 20:12) 

Recently, Iôve been thinking a lot about faith. 

The prayer of King Jehoshaphat of Judah as 

he faced a ñvast armyò ready to invade and 

destroy his nation, models it for me. Despite 

death-threatening circumstances, he chose 

to say, ñbut our eyes are upon Youò. 

     Fear causes us to lose perspective, to  

become consumed with our own solution 

and to take our eyes off the One who is the  

solution. All peace is gone. Fear comes in like a tidal wave and like the 

foolish man who ñbuilt his house on the sandò, we collapse beneath the 

onslaught of the storm. We quickly learn our ñhouseò was built on  

human wisdom, abilities and strengths, doing things our way, and like 

Jehoshaphat, ñwe do not know what to doò. But the God of Jehoshaphat 

provides us with a firm foundation against the storms of life so that 

when the storms come, our house ñwill not fall, because it has its  

foundation on the rock.ò (Matthew 7:25) 

Jesus says the answer to standing strong through the stormôs of life 

is to ñhear these words of Mine and put them into practiceò. It reminds 

me of James exhortation, òDo not merely listen to the word and so  

deceive yourselves. DO what it says.ò (James 1:22) For most of us, we 

know what Godôs Word says, itôs the DOING of it that is our lifelong 

challenge. To DO what we know  

reveals IF we really believe it. The doing isnôt positive thinking or 

strong-determination. That might last for awhile, but even the best of 

human intentions will eventually falter and fail. Our power to DO 

Godôs Word comes from God Himself: ñFor it is God who is at work 

within you, both to will  and to DO of His good pleasure.ò (Phil. 2:13) 

King Jehoshaphat chose to listen and obey Godôs counsel and 

ñbowed his face to the ground and fell down in worship before the 

Lord.ò The day of the battle, Jehoshaphat was able to stand strong be-

fore his people and say, òHave faith in the Lord your God and you will 

be upheld.ò (II Chron. 20:20b) His strategy: He appointed men to ñsing

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to the Lord and to praise Him for the splendor of His holiness as they went 

out at the head of the army, saying, òGive thanks to the Lord for His love 

endures foreverò. (II Chron.20:21) Amazing! In the face of death itself, He 

chose to give thanks and worship the object of his faith, the Lord God Jeho-

vah.

How convicting I find this story. The principles are clear: When I choose 

to obey God, looking and leaning on HIS solution rather than my ñown un-

derstandingò (Prov. 3:5-6), AND praising and worshipping Him in the midst 

of the circumstances, rather than being immobilized by my fears, He gives  

victory! 

The choice is mine: Fear or faith. The ability to trust and walk by faith 

comes in knowing that the object of my faith, the God of Jehoshaphat, Al-

mighty Sovereign God of the universe, is more trustworthy than anyone or 

anything on earth. Trusting my bank account, my portfolio, my health or my 

intellect is a sure bet for disappointment! 

ñDo not fear, for I am with you. Do not anxiously look about you, for I 

am your God. I will strengthen you. I will help you. Surely I will uphold 

you with my righteous right hand.ò (Isaiah 41:10) 

May Godôs Spirit empower us to increasingly move from fear to faith, so 

that with the psalmist we can say, ñI have set the LORD always before me. 

Because He is at my right hand I will not be shakenò (Psalm 16:8).

 òM ore than a thousand people were waiting at the door when we 

arrived. The crowd was so densely packed, that it was hard to even get 

through to the village center which we used for the clinic. Today we treated 

1150 people, a record number. We ran out of medicine, but we didnôt want 

the people to return empty handed after waiting all day in the sizzling heat 

and humidity and fighting the crowd to get in, so we did our best to serve 

everyone possible at incredible speed.ò 

Dr. Sam Yoon, (M.O.M. L.A. Region) just recently returned from a 

medical mission trip to Laos, and shared his experience with us. Laos is a 

narrow piece of land located between Thailand and Vietnam. With over 

61% of the population being Buddhist and persecution from the government 

intent on eliminating any Christian presence in the country, the Team had to 

be very cautious. They were closely monitored by government officers who 

supervised their every move. Incredibly, one of the medical mission days 

was set up inside a BuddhistTemple as it was the only place in the village 

for the Team to set up their medical mission outreach! Dr. Yoon shares, 

ñIronically, once inside the Buddhist temple, my examining desk was set up 

right in front of the Buddha statue!ò Truly, our God will not be shut out 

from the places where His Spirit would enter to bring aid and spiritual life -

not even at the foot of a Buddha idol! 

Dr. Yoon paints an all too frequent picture of what medical mission 

teamôs face as they reach into remote areas. ñThey fought through to see the 

doctor, enduring torturous heat and suffering, and all we could offer were 

some simple medicines. They were so desperate, many were very old, tiny 

and fragile looking. I thought to myself, if I were these people, packed like 

sardines all day under the direct sun without even a drop of water, I would 

have died. When they finally reached the doctor, they were soaked in sweat

trips in about 70 -80 countries.  
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and catching their breath with relief to finally see the doctor, yet trying to 

stand on their feet to stay in line. There was nothing I could offer them. So I 

tore one of the card board boxes and used it as a fan to cool them off. As I 

fanned with all my strength, I could read the expression of joy and happi-

ness on their faces. They were smiling with tears in their eyes and said, 

òCup zai (Thanks!)ò in very weak voices. But what I read from their eyes 

was more than a simple thanks- it was true gratitude from deep within their 

heart and I continued fanning them with tears running down my face.ò 

ñLord! What we can offer them are simple medicines such as aspirin and 

antibiotics, which we know are not sufficient to cure them. Please Lord, 

help us with Your Mighty hand to heal them. Take over 

Lord. We have offered all we have. They are in Your 

hands.ò  

ñMany had TB, requiring long term care at the state 

hospital, which is impossible since they donôt have 

money to get themselves there, much less pay for  

medical care.ò 

ñAs we completed our medical mission on the last 

day, our 40-member team joined hands in front of the 

Buddha Temple and sang, ñGod is so good!ò and offered 

our prayers to the Lord. We hope we left the look of  

Jesusô love on their hearts and pray they will soon accept 

Jesus as their Savior.ò
